Community ministry always puts others’ needs first. It is the 

difference between the traditional church and a community of mission and 

ministry seeking news ways to know God’s love. The traditional church 

abandoned the Good Samaritan story and adopted the ethos of the city hundreds 

of years ago. It has taken different forms and has thrived at different times. 

Preservation of your own needs and interests even makes sense … sometimes. It 

also forms the seed bed of mistrust, disappointment and conflict.   

Robbinsdale United Church of Christ is committed to being a community 

of mission and ministry. Our strength has always been and will always be in the 

ways we connect the needs of others. We always want to ask the question, ―If we 

don’t stop to help the person in need, what will happen to them?‖ The answer to 

that question is our motivation and desire to keep learning and growing into the 

followers of Jesus we are called to be.  

I was asked recently to describe to a group of Muslim youth who Jesus 

was. Luckily I had a few moments to prepare, but basically I told them that I 

wanted them to know Jesus in the same way I want my congregation to know 

Jesus. I told them, ―Jesus was a Jew who never knew or understood himself to be 

a ―Christian.‖ Jesus left the comfort of a known vocation to become poor and 

unemployed. He opened his heart to the kindness and generosity of others and 

felt deeply led by the voice of God. His ministry was not to convert people, 

baptize people, condemn people, or even to convince people that he was right 

and they were wrong. Jesus wanted people to love each other and to love 

themselves. He found worth not because people were rich or poor. Jesus found 

worth in people’s humility and compassion whether they were rich or poor. The 

only time Jesus got angry was against those who made God too small. 

Sometimes, Christians forget who Jesus really is.‖  

I hope that everyone in our RUCC community is excited about coming to 

church this fall to once again meet Jesus. I hope that you will feel motivated and 

inspired to introduce Jesus to someone else. I hope that each of you becomes 

more free, more joyful, and more satisfied in your soul as we ask the right 

questions together.

gations, and health and human service agencies,
